General Information 

 

Camp Winchell Coulee is operated on a non-profit basis. All fees collected from Camp Rentals go directly 

back into the construction and up keep of The Camp. The camp is operated and maintained strictly by 

volunteers, there are no paid staff. 

 

Located just south of the hamlet of Water Valley, and west-of Highway 22, Camp Winchell Coulee is 

approximately a one hour drive from Calgary. The site is bordered by farm property to the south and east, and 

a gentle slope to Winchell Coulee ilnd beaver ponds to the north. 

 

Camp Winchell Coulee sits 30 acres of varied landscape, which makes this facility appropriate for a variety of 

programs. 

 

 

Winchell Lodge 

 

A fully serviced lodge, with complete kitchen facilities, Including two stoves, refrigerator, serving counter, 

multi-sink washing facilities and storage. Also 

Included many pots, pans and other sundries. Two separate sleeping areas for adults and large youth sleeping 

area, sleeps 58 people. Large open activity, dinning, meeting area complete with chairs and tables. 

 

Tenting Area 

 

7 gravel tenting pads, 20 x 30 ft building cook shelter with electricity, wood floor and wood burning stove and 

outside campfire circle, single outhouse. 

 

Washroom Facility 

 

We now have a 12' x 48' completed washroom facility with Toilets and showers. This facility has a wheel 

chair accessible toilet and also has a First aid Room. 

 

Wide Game Area 

 

We now have a large open area for wide games, we will be upgrading this area over the next year with grass 

etc. 

 

 

Rental Information 

 

The Camp operates on a first-come, first-served basis, subject to group qualification. Camp bookings are held 

for 14 days from the date of Booking Request (phone or e-mail). If the Booking Director does not receive the 

Deposit Cheque by this time, the Booking Date will be cancelled. The Rental Cheque-and Camp Winchell 

Coulee Registration form must be received by the Camp Booking Director no less then 14 days prior to Camp 

Date, unless other arrangements have been made. 

 

The Camp Winchell Coulee Booking Director will phone or e-mail the Rental Group Representative the day 

the Booking Form is received, to confirm the Camp rental date. The Keys may be picked up 1 week prior to 

the Camp Date. Groups are responsible to make arrangements for Key pick up. A $100 damage deposit 



chq/cash is required for all bookings. This will be returned within 10 to 14 days of the Rental Date, providing 

there was no damage at Camp and all rules and regulations were adhered to. 

 

One of the Camp Directors will be out to check on the site prior to your group leaving the Camp. A Camp 

Checklist is provided for you to fill out so that we may ensure that no damage was occurred before your 

arrival. 

 

Rates for Winchell lodge - includes men's and ladies washroom, with flush toilets and showers 

 

. $375 CDN for a 2 day weekend rental 1 - 58 persons 

. $425 CDN for a 3 day long weekend 1- 58 persons 

o add $50 CDN per day for any additional days up to 7 days 

 

Rates for Tenting - includes access to large (20 x 32ft) cooking shelter with electricity, a wood floor and a 

wood-burning stove, 7 gravel tenting pads, and one fire pit, and outhouse. Access to washroom facility is 

available for an additional fee of $50 CDN.
